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SIERRA LEONE'S PRESIDENT JULIUS MAADA BIO

RESOLUTION 2803(2025), EXPRESSES HOPE

FOR LASTING PEACE

UN Headquarters, New York, 17 November 2025 - Sierra Leone’s President
Julius Maada Bio, presiding over the United Nations Security Council,
hailed the adoption of Resolution 2803 as a pivotal step toward ending the
Gaza conflict and laying the foundation for long-term peace.

Adopted on Monday 17th November 2025, with 13 votes in favour and two
abstentions from China and Russia, the resolution authorizes an
International Stabilization Force (ISF) in Gaza and establishes a transitional
Board of Peace. The plan supports demilitarization, reconstruction, and a
conditional path to Palestinian statehood, excluding Hamas, while
explicitly rejecting forced displacement and any long-term Israeli
reoccupation.

Freetown, Sierra Leone, Wednesday, 19 November 2025 - His
Excellency, President Dr. Julius Maada Bio’s statesmanship on global
peace and security earned unprecedented visibility across
international media platforms, following Sierra Leone’s leadership of
the United Nations Security Council in November. President Bio’s
chairmanship of the session that adopted Resolution 2803 was widely
reported as a principled call for the protection of civilians, unhindered
humanitarian access, and a renewed diplomatic horizon for lasting
peace in Gaza.

According to global media monitoring data, coverage of the
President’s leadership generated an estimated 245 million people in
total reach, with over 219 million ad impressions, 78 million long-form
reads, 34 million deep engagements, and more than 3.4 million direct
forwards. This level of readership reflects the growing international
interest in Sierra Leone’s voice on issues of global importance.
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SIERRA LEONE'S PRESIDENT JULIUS MAADA BIO
CALLS FOR A G20-AFRICA COMPACT ON CRITICAL
MINERALS AT JOHANNESBURG SUMMIT

Johannesburg, South Africa, 22 November 2025 - Sierra Leone’s President
and Chair of the ECOWAS Authority of Heads of State and Government,
His Excellency Dr. Julius Maada Bio, placed Africa’s critical minerals at the
centre of global economic discussions at the G20 Summit 2025 as he
proposed the establishment of a G20-Africa Compact on Critical
Minerals, calling it an essential framework to ensure fairness, value
addition, and transparency in the global clean-energy transition.

President Bio emphasised that Africa holds nearly one-third of the world'’s
critical minerals, which are indispensable to renewable technologies,
advanced manufacturing and artificial intelligence. Sierra Leone, he
noted, contributes significantly through its iron ore, rutile, bauxite and
diamond reserves. But he warned that'without new mechanisms, history
risks repeating itself, with African resources fueling global prosperity while
African economies capture the least value. President Bio urged G20
leaders to commit to a hew development compact anchored in fairness
and shared prosperity. He reaffirmed that the proposed G20-Africa
Compact on Critical Minerals represents not only an economic
opportunity, but a defining moment to correct historical imbalances and
secure a just future for the continent.
